A Brief on Development of China’s Electronic Information Industry and China’s Environmental Protection Efforts
    China’s electronic information industry has maintained rapid development. Up till this September, the actual revenue of major business in the whole industry has reached RMB3.46 trillion for the first three quarters with an increase of 20.1% on a year-on-year basis, the manufacturing industry realizing the operating revenue of RMB3.08 trillion with an increase of 19.7%, and the software industry RMB378.5 billion and 23.6% increase. The output of major electronic information products are listed as follows: 
     Mobile handset: 405.474 million, 25.4% increase on a year-on-year basis
     Minitype electronic computer: 98.605 million, 34% increase on a year-on-year basis, laptop 60.814 million and 37.7% increase 
     Color TV set: 56.874 million, 2% decrease on a year-on-year basis, LCD TV (making up 19.5% of Color TV sets) 11.08 million and 71.6% increase, and PDP TV 530, 000 and 0.3% decrease, CRT accounting for a significant proportion of the decrease
     Digital camera: 47.534 million, 17.1% increase on a year-on-year basis
     Semiconductor integrate circuit: 3 billion, 15.8% increase on a year-on-year basis

     Telephones and Spc Exchangers with different degrees of decrease
     China’s environment issue is faced with more and more pressure with the rapid development of electronic information industry. Under this background, Chinese government has issued “Management Methods for Controlling Pollution by Electronic Information Products”, which is also known as China’s RoHS and has been implemented since March 1, 2007. The first stage for the implementation is that all the electronic products on China’s market must be marked with the hazardous substances (any of the six) contained, and the marking must be an action with initiative. China Ministry of Information Industry (MII) and CECC have organized several relevant lectures and forums in China on the implementation of the measures. We have also lead visiting groups to Japan and learned valuable experience from Japanese enterprises in this industry. China’s RoHS is implemented with gradual steps. First, the electronic products must be marked according to the requirements with initiative, and then the government will issue a product catalogue. The products in this catalogue must be set the maximum content of hazardous substances or banned the use of certain substances. At present the Chinese government are formulating this catalogue. The relevant government ministries have indicated that as long as the conditions mature for a product, this product will be classified into the catalogue, however, all the products cannot be in the catalogue at one time, considering the current situations.
   On all accounts, we should not develop China’s information industry at the cost of damaging the environment. This has been recognized by the Chinese government, and the government will make greater efforts to control the pollution of environment.
  CECC is also an active supporter of environmental protection. We hope to cooperate with all the WEF members and make contributions to the protection of environment. Actually, we have had successful cooperations with JEITA, Japan. We have jointly held six China-Japan forums on this issue, which have received positive feedback from the industry in both countries. We will work harder to make this forum better.
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
